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Volunteer Jobs

Fundraising/Events: Help plan fundraising events in DC, New York, or other. Write appeal letters. Dream up creative fundraising events and projects. Write grant proposals. 

Sponsorships: Solicit corporate (hotels, venues, transportation, restaurants) and organizational (poetry, religious, community, peace and justice organizations).
Publicity/Marketing: Develop ads, brochure, registration materials, T-shirts. Work with web and blog editors. Solicit and maintain media sponsorships (City Paper, Pacifica, etc.).
Outreach: Notices to constituencies and develop creative ways to engage: literary arts/theatre organizations; activist/political/community/disability organizations; schools/youth organizations; colleges/universities; religious community.
Out-of-town organizing: Establish and maintain a network of local coordinators in other cities, providing them with ideas for local recruitment and engagement activities.

Media Relations: Work with Split This Rock’s media team to identify and cultivate free media, write press releases, make phone calls, and stay in touch with contacts.

Accessibility Planning: Work with accessibility experts to ensure website and promotional materials are accessible. Plan festival accessibility.

Administrative/Clerical (record keeping, database, etc.): Data entry; thank you notes, premiums, recognition to donors, etc.
Web: Work with web manager to add enhancements to the website. Requires web skills.

Archivist/Documentation: Anthology/CD/web streaming/documentary

Hospitality: Plan and manage hospitality for featured poets during the festival. Provide transportation, other care and feeding to poets during the festival. 

Registration materials: Plan and develop program books and other materials.
